1. Sierracin developed the Challenger cockpit windows.

2. Original windshield utilized a thin acrylic faceply.

3. Acrylic faceply is lightweight but has proven to be
problematic. Stress Cracking occurs after about 3
years.

4. Customer dissatisfaction has been intense for years.

New Answers:

1. PPG/Sierracin obtained a PMA in 2007.

2. The cross section is very similar to the PPG/Sierracin
Global Express windshield which has demonstrated
an 8 years service life.

Production for July and August 2008 is scheduled.
Not illustrated in IPC-It is a PMA Part.
